2.  EXECUTIVE BOARD MINUTES -

Following two minor corrections, MSU to approve the minutes of the 12-7-06 minutes.

3. TREASURER’S REPORT –

Acuña presented the November financial statement.  There were no corrections and it will be filed for audit.

4.  ELECTION OF FIRST VICE PRESIDENT, SECRETARY AND TREASURER

Michels appointed Zilber first vice president, which was approved by the Board.  Zeller volunteered to be secretary and the Board suggested Akanyirige as Treasurer.  As he had not yet arrived, Michels will ask him if he would be willing to do this.  Michels announced that he as President, Appell, Montgomery, Pointer and Zilber would be on the bank’s signature card to sign checks should they so desire.

Michels discussed the possibility of raising dues in the near future so that Board members might receive a stipend and said that the UF office needs a new computer.  He then announced that the negotiating team would consist of him and the three vice-presidents, with committee chairpersons contributing.  He then announced his appointments for committee chairpersons and Table Talk editor, who will receive a .2 release time, with the exception of Anker who will receive .3, as he will also serve with Michels on the district Compensation Committee, and asked the Board to support his appointments:

A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the composition of the negotiating team and the advisability of the president serving as Lead Negotiator. They certainly would be at the negotiations table most of the time.  MSC to approve the appointment of Michels as Lead Negotiator with one no vote and one abstention.  MSC to support Michels’ committee chair appointments with one no vote and two abstentions.

5.  EXECUTIVE SESSION -

A. Negotiations – Michels reported that he met with Gene Huff and several issues were addressed.  The district would like to involve faculty in marketing to high school students and they would be paid a stipend. Michels also would like the board to study the implications of going to a compressed calendar.

C. Political Action -  Michels asked the Board to approve purchasing tickets to Mark De Saulnier’s crab feed in early February and the Board agreed to purchase four tickets with Michels, Montgomery, Perry-Folino and Zeller attending.  Michels also reported that he has been invited to attend a CFT conference in Sacramento next week and AAUP’s conference in Southern California in March.

Michels reported that he looked into liability insurance for Board members, but that the UF attorney told him that it was not necessary.
