EXECUTIVE BOARD MINUTES

JANUARY 31, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 2:25 P.M.

1.  ANNOUNCEMENTS -

· Michels announced that Les Littman, Director of Purchasing for the district, passed away this week and the funeral would be tomorrow.

· Michels announced that Mark De Saulnier called him to ask why no one from the UF was scheduled to attend his second annual crab feed which would be held tomorrow evening.  Michels told De Saulnier of his concerns regarding his not endorsing Prop 92 and other concerns.  The conversation ended with Michels agreeing that the UF would be attend Assemblyman De Saulnier’s event.

· Michels announced that FACCC has been working on legislation to mandate that disability insurance be part of collective bargaining.  He noted that some faculty in other districts have elected to buy into the State’s disability insurance, he suggested that Angela Harvy of FACCC be invited to a future E-Board meeting to discuss this and other options.

· Appell reported that the solar panel dedication at CCC was a great success and that California’s lieutenant governor and other officials attended.

· Michels reported that the Contra Costa Times ran an editorial against Prop 92 this week even though they had supported it last April.  He was promised that his rebuttal editorial would be printed on Saturday.

· Michels reported that the FSCC would like to address the Executive Board at the next meeting regarding the overlapping work need on evaluations and enrollment management.

· Michels reported that the Governing Board meeting went well and was very short.  His report to the Board reiterated that low salaries and unclear enrollment management policies are still problems that need fixing.  

· Michels reported that he met with Interim Vice Chancellor Zacovic and discussed the problems of STRS reporting for part-time faculty load.  Zacovic reported that Don Penrose would begin co-managing the Payroll Department, and this problem, among others, would be addressed.

· Michels reported that the UF has been asked to support Kennedy King Scholarship again this year and that our contribution be raised to $500 for a full-page ad in their program.  Following a motion by Zeller, seconded by Lichter, MSC, with one abstention, to do so.

Cromartie expressed his concern about De Saulnier not endorsing Prop 92 and that Michels should write a letter to him emphasizing this.  He also asked that the Board vote on whether to send anyone to the crab feed.  Following a motion by Lichter, seconded by Ulrich, with four abstentions, MSC to purchase 7 tickets ($245).  Cromartie then moved, seconded by Michels, that Michels write a letter to De Saulnier restating what Michels had told DeSaulnier by phone.  The vote was six yeses, six noes and four abstentions, thus the motion failed (Robert’s Rules of Order).  

· Michels reported that the state assembly has passed a bill allowing part-time faculty to increase their load to 67%.  The bill is now in the senate.

2.  EXECUTIVE BOARD MINUTES -

Following a motion by Holtmann, seconded by Lichter, MSU to approve the minutes of the 1-17-08 minutes.

3.  CHARTER OF BENEFITS COMMITTEE -

Lichter reported that the charter was reviewed at their meeting today and that he would present it at the next board meeting.  He also reported that he has a written article entitled, “Benefits Tips” in the Table Talk that was distributed today.

4.  EXECUTIVE SESSION -

Michels reported that the Compensation Committee has been working on the Bay 10 comparisons and have agreed on the data to use.  Today’s Table Talk contains a couple of charts on where the CCCCD stands in comparison to other districts in the Bay 10.  The Board reviewed several graphs.

Michels reported that the UF team is proposing not limiting the days allowed for family sick leave at all, thus the member could use all that is needed as long as he/she has accumulated sick leave.  He also reported that the team would request some improvements to maternity leave and sabbatical leave, which the E-Board then discussed.

A round-table discussion on other articles and possible improvements then ensued.  Michels also discussed the rule that AC load may only be granted to a class that ends after 4:00 PM and its possible misinterpretation, which he said the UF would bring up at CRC.

Wapner announced that she had received a variance request via email today.  This will be tabled until the next meeting.

5.  PROPOSITON 92 UPDATE -

Michels announced that the rally scheduled at CCC has been cancelled because the college would not waive the liability insurance requirement and the cost would be too high to purchase it.  Phone banking parties were discussed and Michels suggested that people consider passing out flyers also.  Following a motion by Bachmann, seconded by Cromartie, MSC to pay up to $200 to students to do phone banking.
