1.  ANNOUNCEMENTS -

· Michels announced that the changes to the contract have been proofread with just a couple of tasks left to complete.  It should be ready to print soon.

· Cromartie asked if the term “professor” had been inserted into the contract to replace “instructor.”  Michels said he would have to check to see if the term could be put into the contract since it had not been negotiated.  In response to Michels, Cromartie stated that all three academic senates voted to approve the title change from instructor to professor.  Cromartie also said the UF should respect the agreement made between the academic senates and the District management.  Zilber said that he was aware that Greg Marvel agreed to the title change.

· Dahl-Shanks announced that there would be a part-time faculty meeting Saturday at DVC and DVC President Judy Walters would be attending.

· Michels announced that the Community College Initiative is now Proposition 92.

· Cromartie announced that on October 16th, as part of the W.E.B. Du Bois Lecture Series, there would be a forum at CCC on Proposition 92 from 6:30-9:30 PM.  Richard Hansen, representing FACCC, is the keynote speaker.

· It was announced that Moveon.org is sponsoring a rally tonight on children’s health benefits.

Following a motion by Walker, seconded by Oldenburg, MSC, with one abstention, to deny the LMC’s request for Ana Gutierrez to exceed the 60% load limit with a load of 175.00.

Following a motion by Koller, seconded by Dahl-Shanks, MSU to approve DVC’s request to postpone Cheryl Carter’s evaluation until she returns from sabbatical.

Following a motion by Dahl-Shanks, seconded by Cann-Figel, MSU to approve DVC’s request to waive the evaluation of Aylin Gulbenkian since she is retiring after this semester.

Following a motion by Dahl-Shanks, seconded by Cann-Figel, MSC, with one no vote, to postpone the evaluations of Joy Broom and Fran Brown since they were evaluated as full-time instructors in Spring 2007.

Following a motion by Bachmann, seconded by Walker, MSU to table DVC’s request for the new full-time Japanese instructor, Naomi Nezuka, to do evaluations of part-time Japanese instructors this semester.

Following a motion by Dahl-Shanks, seconded by Cromartie, MSC, with one no vote and three abstentions, to deny San Ramon’s request to postpone the evaluation of Julie Walters until Spring 2008.

Following a motion by Wapner, seconded by Koller, MSU to table DVC’s request for Florence Espiritu, fifth-semester tenure track faculty member, to conduct evaluations of part-time library faculty.

5.  ELECTION UPDATE -

Michels announced that all seats on the Executive Board for the new term beginning in January are unopposed, thus he declared the candidates elected.

6.  PAC UPDATE -

Michels reported that more than 700 people attended the rally and the event was a success, but it could have been shortened time-wise.  The District’s lawyers asked that posters be removed that advocated the passage of the Community College District.  He also announced that a similar, but smaller, event would be held on December 6th at LMC in the cafeteria and one at CCC in January.  He also reported that DVC’s Faculty Senate would be allowed to contribute to the event, but not the Classified Senate, due to legal complications.  The Management Council is donating out of their pockets.

Cromartie explained the format of the forum scheduled at CCC and asked, in the form of a motion, that the PAC Fund provide $500 for pizza and drinks for the event.  The motion was seconded by Oldenburg; MSC, with one abstention to do so.

7.  NEGOTIATION UPDATE -

Michels announced that the District Box 2A meeting is scheduled for October 29th and that the UF Budget Committee is working on preparing for it.  Michels will be meeting with Doug Roberts on October 18th to discuss this.

Michels reported that he plans to discuss evaluations, release time, credit for publishing books and professional development and enrollment management.

8.  COMMUNICATIONS/SURVEY -

Zeller discussed the proposed faculty survey and a lengthy discussion ensued regarding the format of responses.  Following a motion by Zeller, seconded by Akanyirige, to add ranking of the issues to the survey, the motion was denied.

9.  BENEFITS COMMITTEE REPORT -

Lichter reported that he and Wapner attended a meeting at the District office.  The group agreed to use the LA model for a committee structure.  The group will research the possibility of improving benefits for part-time faculty.  The District will review the possibility of allowing 403B plans for all faculty in addition to what they now have.  The District will also investigate the possibility of a PPO option for Health Net members and will report at the next meeting on November 15th.
