1.  ANNOUNCEMENTS -

A. Tomi’s Fundraiser – Michels announced that Tomi Van de Brook’s would be hosting a Prop 92 fundraiser at her home on Saturday from 2-4 pm and encouraged the Board to attend.

B. LMC Event – Michels reported that the LMC Faculty and Staff Appreciation Dinner and rally for Prop 92 would be held on Dec. 6th at 6:00 pm.

C. Other Prop. 92-Related Updates – Michels reported that Prop 92 would actually increase the Prop 98 pot of money and would therefore provide more money for K-12 in its first two years.

D. UF/Senate Retreat – Michels reported that he is hoping that task forces with the Senates could occur prior to the winter break and then he would like to host a UF/Senate retreat.

2.  EXECUTIVE BOARD MINUTES -

Following a motion by Lichter, seconded by Dahl-Shanks, MSU to approve the minutes of the 10-01-07 meeting with one small correction.

4.  EXECUTIVE SESSION -

A. Negotiations Update – Michels reported that the District has decided to open Articles 7 and 8 rather than 7 and 17.  The UF will still open Articles 11 and 12.  These will be sunshined at the December Governing Board Meeting.  Michels also reported that the article on office hour requirements in the last Table Talk would be corrected as there was an error.

B. Rehire Right Proposals – Michels handed out a partial list of proposed rehire right changes and asked the Board to review prior to the next meeting for discussion.

C. Part-Time Dental Plan Options - Michels reported that the District has been paying an additional percentage towards P-T health benefits because the contract states that they must cover dental benefits, but Delta Dental would not cover part-timers.  Delta Dental is now willing to cover them and if it can be negotiated, the District will offer coverage and will reduce that small percentage they are paying towards medical benefits and transfer to dental coverage.

3.  TREASURER’S REPORT and UP PROPOSED BUDGET -

Michels reported that he, Michael Anker and Acuña developed the proposed 2007-2008 UF budget and the budget was then explained to Akanyirige, who could not attend the meeting.  Anker explained the rationale for the proposed figures for each item and a lengthy discussion ensued.  Michels will write an article for Table Talk explaining budget assumptions to accompany the attached proposed budget. Ballots will then be distributed with the Table Talk. Akanyirige noted that his accounting reflecting differences in the October and year-end balances on the reserve account and that he had some questions regarding release time and a couple of other entrees.  Michels agreed to meet with Akanyirige and to resolve outstanding questions to the Treasurer’s satisfaction before making the budget public. Following a motion by Ulrich, seconded by Cann-Figel, MSC, with one abstention, to ask UF members to ratify the new budget.  Akanyirige suggested a footnote explaining that release time is based on a month accrual basis.  He also suggested that the Board provide quarterly financial statements to the members and work to make the budget more transparent.  Following a motion by Walker, seconded by Lichter, MSU to do so.
