1.  ANNOUNCEMENTS -

3.  APPROVAL OF SPRING MEETING DATES -

4.  CONTRACT VARIANCES -

Following a motion by Wapner, seconded by Zilber, MSC, with 3 abstentions, to approve DVC’s request for Amelie Brown to exceed the 60% load limit for the Spring semester.

5.  EXECUTIVE SESSION:  NEGOTIATIONS UPDATE -

Michels reported that the District and UF did not sunshine in November, but would be doing so at the December 12th Governing Board meeting.  The evaluation article will not be opened, but work may continue in connection with revising the rehire rights agreement.  A facilitator has been hired.  The district and UF both will work to obtain dental benefits for part-time faculty.  

Since Pointer was not present at the beginning of the meeting, Michels took time to recognize his work as the CCC vice-president and announced although he will remain on the board, Zeller will be taking over the duties of vice-president.

6.  COMPRESSED CALENDAR AT DVC -

Michels announced that DVC would like to move to a 16-week semester beginning in Fall 2008.  A lengthy discussion with input from every Board member ensued.  Following a motion by Wapner, seconded by Holtmann, MSC that if the DVC Faculty Senate votes to recommend the compressed calendar, the union will seek to negotiate an implementation agreement.  The motion stipulated that the union would agree only to a short pilot program, and only if all UF concerns regarding implementation are met to the satisfaction of the negotiating team, and with the added stipulation that part of the agreement must initiate a broader discussion between the UF and District on enrollment management.  The motion was passed by a vote of 12 to 4.

7.  PROPOSITION 92 CAMPAIGN PLANS – GUEST LINDA CUSHING

Linda Cushing addressed the Board regarding the progress and future plans to promote the passage of Prop 92.  She suggested that faculty try to register their students to vote.

Michels asked the Board to finance mailers ($860 total) to all faculty next week.  Following a motion by Cann-Figel, seconded by Zeller, MSC, with 3 abstentions, to do so.  A discussion ensued on ways to handle voter registration.
