B.  Hiring Variance – Following a motion by Wapner, seconded by Dahl-Shanks, MSC, with one abstention, to approve LMC’s Math Department’s request to allow six faculty members to serve on the interview committee for a tenure track position.

A. Nursing Contract – Michels reported that the State has passed SB 1309 which establishes the CCC Nursing Faculty Recruitment and Retention Program to facilitate the recruitment and retention of qualified nursing faculty at community colleges, and to disburse grants to participating community college districts.  Also, the Ed Code has been amended to authorize only for the seven-year period July 1, 2007, through June 30, 2014, clinical nursing faculty to be employed by a CCC district for up to four semesters or six quarters within any three consecutive years as a temporary faculty member.  Following discussion and a motion by Zeller, seconded by Myers, MSU to support this program.
