1.  ANNOUNCEMENTS -

· Michels announced that committees would present reports at the last meeting of the semester next week.

· Michels announced that Montgomery would be on sabbatical the next academic year and that Appell has agreed to take over as DVC Vice-President, Wapner will replace Appell as Faculty Advocate, and Lichter will replace Wapner as chair of the Benefits Committee.

2.  EXECUTIVE BOARD MINUTES -

Following a motion by Lichter, seconded by Walker, MSU to approve the minutes of the 4-28-07 meeting.

3.  EXECUTIVE SESSION -

A. Negotiating Team Report – Michels and Anker reported on progress of negotiations and discussed two scenarios for a possible contract settlement.

B. Process From Here – A very lengthy discussion ensued on the two scenarios and a straw vote was taken.  Plan A received a couple of positive votes and the remaining votes indicated that everyone could live with it.  Plan B received 5 votes of being able t live with it, but 10 votes of rejection.  Michels was instructed by the Board to report this vote to the district team at negotiations next Tuesday.  Discussion continued on how and what to report to faculty prior to the end of the semester.

C. PERB Case – Michels reported that the PERB case is on the schedule for Monday and asked if the Board thought it could be resolved without going to PERB.  A lengthy discussion ensued and it was tabled until the last meeting.

Michels reported that the chancellor is asking everyone to give the “thumbs up” or “thumbs down” to a compressed calendar.  Following discussion it was decided that the UF cannot endorse it at this time.

4.  COMMUNICATIONS COMMITTEE -

A. Survey Results – Michels reported on the survey results.  Susan Van Hattum from CCC was randomly chosen to win the gift certificate to Borders for completing the survey.

B. Summary Report – Tabled until next meeting.

5.  OTHER BUSINESS -

Montgomery asked Cromartie if the PAC was working on the Community College Initiative, which will be on the ballot in February 2008.  Cromartie stated that the committee would begin its work at the beginning of the fall semester.  It was suggested that FACCC make a presentation on the initiative to faculty.  At the CCCI conference it was suggested that everyone contribute a similar amount that was contributed to gather signatures for the ballot measure.

Pointer asked about SLO”s and the accreditation process.  Suzanne Christian-Miller, the SLO Coordinator at DVC joined the Board and explained what is going on at DVC.  She also volunteered to serve on the Budget Committee.

Lichter suggested that the Board get together socially over the summer.

Akanyirige suggested that the UF publish an article for part-time faculty regarding the grievance process.
