1.  ANNOUNCEMENTS -

5.  VARIANCE REQUEST -

Following a motion by Oldenburg, seconded by Perry-Folino, MSU to approve SRVC’s request to evaluate part-time instructor Adrienne Calomino during her summer workshop provided it is agreeable to the instructor.

6.  EXECUTIVE SESSION -

A. Negotiations Update and B.  Process From Here – Michels updated the Board on parameters for a tentative agreement that the two teams have worked out.  A very lengthy discussion ensued and a couple of items were modified.  Following a motion by Zeller, seconded by Dahl-Shanks, MSC, with one no vote, to approve the amended agreement.  The Chancellor’s Cabinet still has to approve the tentative agreement.

C.  PERB Settlement – Michels presented a possible MOU regarding On-Line Instruction in an attempt to settle without PERB hearing the case.  Following discussion and a motion by Perry-Folino, seconded by Pointer, MSU to approve the MOU with a minor modification.

Michels reported that he would distribute information regarding the status of negotiations to the faculty and inform them that faculty meetings would be held when the faculty return and then a vote would be held for ratification of the tentative agreement.

Michels asked if the Board would like to seek a salary increase in July with the understanding that if the agreement is not ratified, the faculty would have to return the money.  Following a motion by Pointer, seconded by Dahl-Shanks, the motion to do this failed by a vote of 6 to 5 with two abstentions.

3.  TREASURER’S REPORT -

Akanyirige discussed the March and April financial statements and recommended that they be filed for audit.  He also recommended that in the future a mid-fiscal year financial report be reported to faculty.

7.  END OF SEMESTER WRAP-UP – Cake and refreshments were offered.

8.  OTHER BUSINESS – Dahl-Shanks asked the Board to contribute $10,000 to help pass the Community College Initiative.  Following a motion by Bachmann, seconded by Akanyirige, MSU to do so.
